
Driver Education Syllabus

1. INTRODUCTION


Few people in our society engage in any activity more dangerous to human life and limb than driving a motor vehicle in today’s traffic.  Since driving a motor vehicle and yet so important a part of almost every person’s daily life, all students at Nevada High School are required to take a course of study designed to help them develop attitudes and skills necessary for safe operation of motor vehicles.

2.  DRIVER EDUCATION OBJECTIVES

A. To create a conscientious sense of social responsibility in drivers and pedestrians.

B. To develop attitudes in drivers and pedestrians that will reduce traffic emergencies and accidents to a minimum.

C. To equip drivers and pedestrians with information, skills practices, and habits necessary for safe travel in today’s traffic environment.

D. To provide students with information about the effects of various types of driver impairments and ways to minimize or avoid the effects.

E. To provide students with knowledge of and respect for both man-made and natural laws and their importance to safe driving and walking.

F. To provide students with defensive techniques to compensate for the mistake of other drivers and pedestrians.
